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	Content: 
In addition to the practical issues and challenges related to Turkish acession, its size,relative poverty,  and record on human rights, Turkish integration and accession goes the heart of debates over European identity. Studying the Turkish case offers a powerful vehicle for examining the key questions surrounding EU enlargement and integration. Turkish integration can be viewed as an instructive case study for other states desiring closer relations or integration with the EU, in particular in the Caucasus and Central Asia. 

The following topics are discussed and outlined below:

Turkey and the European Union in the Context of EU Enlargement and a Wider Europe: Following a background lecture on Turkey’s relations with Europe since the Ottoman period and its European vocation since the beginning of Ottoman modernization in the 18th century, the course will take up Turkey’s association with the EEC, EC and candidacy of the EU. 

The current state of negotiations will be examined in the context of:

· Widening vs. Deepening (issues relating to EU governance); 

· Perceptions of Turkey in Europe (public opinion and debates on “Europeanness” and identity);

· Turkey’s European Perspective and Challenges (social, cultural, economic, political, and demographic facts/factors); 

· Foreign and Security Policy (Turkey’s geopolitical situation, foreign policy, ENP, energy issues).

Conclusions are then made towards the propects and perspectives for Turkish integration. Lessons learned will be applied to other potential regions and countries.
