The European Union’s Development Policy

	Content:

	The course aims to introduce students to the common international development policy of the European Union. As the EU is increasingly striving to become a global player, its relationships with developing regions of the world are becoming more important than ever. Although international development spending of the EU is only about 10 percent of community expenses (including the European Development fund), the EU is one of the largest multilateral aid donors beside the World Bank, and it plays an important role in shaping the bilateral development policies of the member states as well. The course discusses the main reasons and motivations behind the EU’s common development policy, describes the strategies used by the community and tries to assess how effective the EU is combating global poverty (and thus increasing its own security).
The course is composed of the following five modules:

· A brief overview of contemporary development theory and practice

· A history of the EU’s international develop practices

· The EU’s current development policy: structure, legal backgrounds, funding and allocation, effects of the 2004-2007 enlargements

· The relations of the EU with various developing regions

· Assessing the effectiveness of the EU’s development efforts
